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While past SAS Conferences attest to the expanded presence of animation with titles such
as The Cosmos of Animation (2016), Beyond the Frame (2015), Redefining Animation
(2013), Animation Evolution (2010), Animation Universe (2007), Animated Worlds (2003,
for much of the population, animation remains firmed affixed to the cartoon. There seems
to be a paucity of language to succinctly describe, and aptly recognize, animation varients
in descriptive tag lines for projections and installations. For projections that transcend the
traditional rectangle to co-exist with physical-archtectural space much of their content
could be described as animated.
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
